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Chapter one

Vital Statistics

This chapter of the Health Statistical
Yearbook 2021, presents the vital statistics for
the population of the Emirate of Dubai at the
end of 2021, focusing on three basic aspects:
population, births and deaths. The following is a
brief summary of the most important results of

what was detailed in this chapter.

First: Population @

The population of the Emirate of Dubai
reached 3,478,300 people at the end of 2021,
with an increase of 67,100 people compared to
the population at the end of 2020 and a crude
growth rate of 20 people per 1000 population.
The percentage of males reached 69%,

compared to 31% of females, which is the same

gender ratio for the previous year. The
percentage of children (0-14) years was 14.9%,
of whom 5.3% were under the age of 5 years. It
was also found that 58.5% of the population
comes under this age group (25-44) years as a
result of the increase in the population in this
age group, which is the same percentage for the
year 2020, and the number of the population in
the age groups (60+) reached only 2.4% of the
total population which is the same as last year, a
matter indicates that the Emirate of Dubai
enjoys a young society that is constantly
growing and the number of males in all age
groups increases except for the age group (5-9)
years, as well as the age group (75+), in which
the number of females increases by only 244
females, and this society is also distinguished by

the fact that the population of working age (20-

59) reaches 79.30%, which is slightly less than
the percentage in 2020, which was 79.42%.

Second: Newborns

The total number of live births during the
year 2021 reached a total of 31,477 live births,
compared to 31,761 live births during the year
2020, with a crude birth rate of 9.16 per
thousand population, and this rate is lower than
what was recorded in 2020 of 9.36 per thousand
population, with a decrease of (0.20). Out of the
total number of births, 21% were Emirati
citizens, compared to 79% of Non-Emiratis,
which is the same percentage as last year.
Where it was found that the majority of births,
85%, were in private sector hospitals, 15% in
government sector hospitals, which indicates a
decrease in the share of births in government

sector hospitals by 2%.
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Noting that the rate of caesarean section
deliveries was 11% of the total births in Dubai
Health Authority hospitals, in comparison to
14% last year, and 89% of births in private
sector hospitals, compared to 86% last year,
which indicates that there is a decrease in the
rate of cesarean deliveries in DHA'’s hospitals.

With regard to birth weights, it was found
that 87% of the births were within the normal
weight range (2500-4200) grams, having the
same percentage last year.

It was also affirmed that the natural increase
(births - deaths) decreased between 2020 and
2021, amounting to 806 individuals, compared
to the difference between 2019 and 2020, which
amounted to 857 individuals, which means that
the decline in natural increase has continued
since 2020. This decrease in the natural increase
was because of the decrease of births in 2021

compared to 2020 by 284, in addition to a 522

increase in the number of deaths in 2021
compared to 2020.

As for stillbirths, their number reached 63
stillbirths in 2021 in comparison to 201
stillbirths in 2020, this indicates a significant
development in this field and a negative annual
change rate of 69%. Of this number of stillborn,
83% of them were Non-Emiratis, and 60% were

more males.

Third: Deaths

With regard to the number of deaths during
2021, it amounted to a total of 4,002 deaths
compared to 3,480 deaths in 2020, with a direct
annual change rate of 15%. These deaths
represent a crude death rate of 1.16 per
thousand population, compared to a crude death
rate of 1.03 deaths per thousand population in
2020, to a death rate of 0.83 in 2019, which
indicates a continuous increase in the crude

death rate since 2019, although at slight rates.

142 cases of deaths were among children under
5 years old, at a rate of 3.5%, compared to
2,146 deaths in the age group (60+), with a rate
of 53.6% in 2021, compared to 1,341 deaths,
39.5% of deaths from the same age group,
showing an increase of 805 deaths in this age
group. Among these deaths, 3,404 deaths were
Non-Emiratis, with 85.1%, compared to only
2,959 deaths of Non-Emiratis, with a rate of
85.0% in 2020, which indicates that most of the
increase in the number of deaths during the year
2021 was for Non-Emiratis. While the number
of deaths of Emiratis reached 598, at a rate of
14.9%, in comparison to 15% of deaths in the
year 2020. The death rate for males was 70.8%,
compared to 29.2% for females, confirming the
increase in the male mortality rate compared to
the female mortality rate in 2021 as well,
indicating the continued increase in the male

mortality rate since 2020.
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By studying the groups of diseases that
cause death, it was proven that cardiovascular
diseases were the most abundant, with a rate of
31.1%, then came abnormal symptoms, signs
and clinical and laboratory results, that are not
classified, at a rate of 18.5%, then symbols for

special purposes by 11.2%, then respiratory

diseases by 9.9%, then external causes of
morbidity and mortality by 7.9%, then tumors
by 6.8%. This indicates that the importance of
disease groups differed significantly between
2020 and 2021.

As for the deaths of children under the age

of 5 years, it was proven that the most common

cause was cardiovascular diseases at a rate of
28.9%, followed by certain cases arising in the
perinatal period with a rate of 23.2%, then
comes abnormal symptoms, signs, and clinical
and laboratory results, having a rate of 19.0%,
chromosomal

lastly congenital and

abnormalities by 15.5%.

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Chapter Two
Patient Services Statistics

Introduction:

This chapter demonstrates statistics
related to diseases and health services provided
to patients, with a breakdown of the entities
that provided these services in the Emirate of
Dubai during 2021, where the communicable
(infectious) diseases reported during the year
were described according to the International
Classification of Diseases, as well as details of
surgical operations of all types, their places, and
classification whether it is major or minor,
planned or emergency. As well as details of
visitors for outpatient clinics and inpatient
departments in DHA hospitals, primary health
centers, the private sector, and the Ministry of
Health. Statistics of visitors to dental clinics,
alternative medicine and physiotherapy clinics,
and those treated abroad, and visitors to the
Gynecology and Fertility Center were presented,
as well as statistics of vaccinations for children

less than five years old. To cover the statistics of

patient services, this year’s yearbook was
concerned with presenting the performance
indicators of hospitals operating in the health
sector of the Emirate of Dubai, then the
development of health services as well as
auxiliary medical services, and finally medical
fitness tests in the Emirate of Dubai, with a
focus to compare the DHA hospitals and other
healthcare providers in the Emirate, to either the
private sector or the Ministry of Health, using
appropriate tables and graphs displaying those
statistics. The following is a brief for the key

results of this chapter.

First: Communicable Diseases

The total number of patients with
communicable diseases reported in the Emirate
of Dubai according to the International
Classification of Diseases (ICD-10), 12,714
patients, compared to 14,743 patients in 2020,
indicating a decrease in the number of patients
by (13.76%), among those patients, there are
2,064 Emiratis, representing 16.2%, of whom

1,110 are males, or 53.8%, and 954 are females,

or 46.2%. As for Non-Emiratis, they are 10,650
patients, or 83.8% of the total infected people,
of whom 6,602 are males, or 62%, and 4,048 are
females, or 38%. Regarding the age distribution
of the infected individuals, the age groups most
exposed to these infectious diseases were those
in the group 25-34 years with a rate of 31.5%,
and those in the group 35-44 years at a rate of
22.7%, then those in the age group 45-54 years
rating 11.4%, while there were a few infected
individuals in the age group (less than a year)
with a rate of only 1.3%. While for the types of
the most prevalent communicable diseases, it
was found that it was the seasonal influenza,
with 4,207 infections or 33.1%, followed by
primary syphilis, with 1378 infections or 10.8%,
and then chickenpox with 6.3% of infections.
Noting that these diseases differ in their order
and incidence in 2021 compared to 2020. And
that there are diseases that were recorded only
twice, such as meningococcal infection, hepatitis
D, where as other diseases were recorded once,

such as listeriosis and German measles, and that
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there are many infectious diseases that did not

appear in 2021.

Second: Surgeries

The total number of surgeries in Dubai
during 2021 reached about 173,252 operations,
compared to 132,801 operations during 2020,
with an increase of 40,451 operations and an
annual increase rate of 30.5%.

By examining the types of these operations,
35,540 of them were general surgeries 20.5%,
and 36,844 were gastrointestinal surgeries
21.3%. By classifying the operations according
to their nature, there were 82,169 minor
surgeries at a rate of 47.4%, and 91,038 major
surgeries at a rate of 52.6%.

As for the hospitals in which those
operations were performed, it was found that
118,939 operations were performed in private
sector hospitals, at a rate of 68.6%, and 32,659
operations were performed in DHA hospitals, at
a rate of 18.8%, most of which were minor
operations with 17,800 operations, at a rate of

54.5%. In addition, 21,606 surgeries were

performed in Dubai Healthcare City, with a
percentage of 12.5% of the total operations in
2021. Most of these operations were scheduled
reaching 114,477, 66.1%, while the rest of the
58,775 operations were emergency operations,
rating 33.9%. Out of the scheduled operations,
there were 64,091 major operations,
representing 56.0%, compared to 50,386 minor

operations, or 46.0%.

Third: Outpatient Clinics

The number of outpatient visitors reached
11,858,999 in 2021 compared to 8,730,496 in
2020, with an increase in the number of
3,128,503 visitors at a rate of 35.8%.

Emirati visitors were 2,912,624 which
represented 24.6%, most of whom are females
at 56.5% compared to 43.5% of males. As for
the Non-Emiratis, they were 8,946,375, or
75.4%, of whom 51.7% were males as
compared to 48.3% of females.

With regard to the age distribution of
outpatients’ visitors, it was found that most of

them are in the age group 25-44 years at

50.3%, followed by those in the age group (45-
64) with 20.8%, followed by those in the age
group (15-24) with 8.7%, noting that of these
visitors, 3.3% were in the age group less than a
year, and then 5.2% for the age group (1-4)

years.

As for the types of diseases for the
outpatient visits, it was found that the visitors
received health services to treat diseases within
20 specialties of different diseases according to
the International Classification of Diseases
(ICD) in addition to the codes of unspecified
diseases. Most of them were unspecified disease
codes with a percentage of 19.8%, then other
affecting factors by 17.1%, then diseases of the
musculoskeletal system with a percentage of
9.7%, then diseases of signs and symptoms and
unspecified cases by 8.8%, then respiratory
diseases by 6.2%, and reproductive system
diseases by 5.6%, then endocrine diseases,
nutrition and metabolism by 5.2%, as well as
diseases of the digestive system by 5.1%.

Statistics also indicated that health care

services in outpatient clinics are provided in

many entities in Dubai, where private hospitals
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had 50.5% of outpatient visitors, followed by
DHA primary and specialized care centers with
25.7%, then the DHA hospitals including
(Dubai, Hatta, Latifa, Rashid) by 7.5%, lastly
hospitals affiliated with the Ministry of Health
and Prevention provided 0.8% services to the
visitors of outpatient clinics. Noting that DHA
hospitals and health centers received 2,647,049
visitors, of whom 1,755,237 were in the primary
and specialized care centers (66.3%), in
addition to the 288,343 patients (10.9%) who
visited Dubai Hospital, and the 282,530 patients
(10.7%) to Rashid Hospital.

Fourth: Inpatients

As for inpatients, there were 402,666
visitors in 2021 compared to 332,393 in 2020,
with an increase of 70,273 patients and a
change of 21.1%. Out of the total inpatient
visits 71,140 were Emiratis, representing
17.7%, most of whom were females with a rate
of 59.9% compared to 40.1% of males. As for
the Non-Emiratis, they reached 331,526

patients, 82.3%, most of whom were males, at

52.7%, compared to 47.3% of females.

With regard to the age distribution of
inpatients, it was found that most of them are in
the age group (25-44) years with a rate of
44.8%, followed by those in the age group (45-
64) years at a rate of 18.5%, followed by those
in the age group (15-19) at a rate of 9.6%, and
it was found that 9.1% of patients were of the
age group less than one year, as well as 4.7% of

that in the age group (1-4) years.

Statistics indicated that most patients were
treated in the inpatient departments of the
private sector, at a rate of 71.3%, then in the
DHA hospitals with a rate of 27.9%, while a
small percentage of only 0.8% was treated in
The Ministry of Health and Prevention.
Regarding the diseases treated in the inpatient
departments, it was found that they are limited
to 20 medical specialties according to the
International Classification of Diseases in

addition to the unspecified, most of which were

injuries, poisoning and external causes of
diseases and deaths by 15.9%, followed by
other factors affecting the health status by
12.2%, then digestive system diseases by
11.2%, then infectious and parasitic diseases

with 9.5%.

Fifth: Dental Clinics

The total number of dental clinic visitors in
Dubai reached 1,673,686 in 2021 compared to
1,118,525 in 2020, with an increase of 555,161
and an increase rate of 49.6%. 30.0% out of
them are Emiratis, compared to 70.0% of Non-
Emiratis. It was found that only 5.6% have
visited DHA'’s hospitals and clinics, while the
private sector had taken the rest of the
treatments at 94.4%. It was found that most of
the patients who visited dental clinics were
females, at a rate of 52.0%, compared to 48.0%
of males. In respect to the distribution of the
93,311 patients who were treated in the DHA
hospitals, most of them, 90.9%, were treated in
primary care centers, followed by Hatta Hospital

with 5.2%, and Rashid Hospital with 3.6%. This
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indicates the importance of primary care centers

in receiving and treating dental service seekers.

As for types of oral and dental treatments
at the level of all health service providers in
Dubai, we find that the most requested ones
were dental consultations/examination/follow-
up treatments with a rate of 25.5%, general
treatments with a rate of 21.8%, periodontal
treatments by 15.3%, and surgery by 14.0%. At
the level of the DHA hospitals and primary
health care centers, there are 84,805 visits to
obtain oral and dental services, and the most
demanded treatments were general treatments
with a rate of 41.7%, then dental
consultations/examination/follow-up at a rate
of 15.3%, and 12.3% of them were periodontal
treatments, while dental treatment for children

was 10.5% of these treatments.

Sixth: Overseas Treatment

The total number of patients treated abroad
reached 283 patients during 2021, compared to
326 patients in 2020, a decrease of 13.2%,

indicating the high efficiency of the level of
health care in Dubai, leading to reduce the
number of cases of treatment abroad. The
highest percentage of these patients were
treated in Germany at 37.0%, followed by the
number of treated patients in UK with 32%, and
then in USA with 13.0%. Where the most
treatments were tumors with 33.0%, most of
which were in UK and Germany, then pediatric
diseases and pediatric surgery with 14.0%, most
of which were in UK and Germany, lastly
neurosurgery with 7.4%, most of which were in

Germany.

Seventh: Alternative Medicine

Statistics also indicated the development of
alternative medicine in Dubai, where the total
number of visitors to alternative medicine clinics
in the private sector amounted to 184,649 in
2021 compared to 115,000 in 2020, an increase
of 69,649 and a change rate of 69.6%,
indicating an increase in demand for this type of

clinics in Dubai, with a greater percentage of

females reaching 56.5% compared to the
percentage of males, which is 43.5%.

Emiratis consisted of 16.0%, in comparison to
the Non-Emiratis with 84.0%.

There are 32 types of treatments available
to patients in alternative medicine clinics, in
addition to other treatments, the most frequent
of which were Kinesiotherapy treatments by
33.7%, electrotherapy by 14.9%, then back pain
by 6.3%, and musculoskeletal and nervous
system treatments with 5.4%, lastly bioenergy

treatments with 5.3%.

Eighth: Physiotherapy

The total number of patients attending
physiotherapy clinics in the private sector
reached 1,502,018 in 2021 compared to
1,205,484 in 2020, with an increase of 296,534
patients at a rate of 24.6%. It was found that
among patients, 52.8% were males, compared
to 47.21% among females. Emiratis who visited
these clinics represented 12.1%, with a
decrease of 0.6% from last year, while the

percentage of Non-Emiratis presented 87.9%.
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Where there are 12 types of basic physical
treatments available in these clinics in addition
to other treatments, where the most requested
treatment was kinesiotherapy by 34.07%,
electrotherapy by 30.83%, other treatments by
21.03%, then by a large difference neurological
rehabilitation treatment by 4.28 %, and
hydrotherapy 2.69%

Ninth: Skin Care

The total number of skin care clinics in the
private sector reached 583,909 in 2021
compared to 223,507 in 2020, with an increase
of 360,402 and a significant change rate at
161.24%, which indicates an increase in the
number of seekers for this type of treatment. It
was found that most of them are females, at a
rate of 74.71%, compared to 25.29% of
males.

Emiratis who visit these clinics represented
21.3%, while the percentage of Non-Emiratis
was 78.7%. In these clinics, 18 types of
treatments are available in addition to other

treatments, where the most treatments for skin

care were tissue grafts 51.9%, followed by
tissue increase at a rate of 13.19%, then laser
peeling by 7.52%, and breast plastic surgery by
7.34%.

Tenth: Treatments at the Gynecology and
Fertility Center

Statistics indicate that the total number of
visitors to the Center for Gynecology and
Fertility was 2,661 visitors in 2021, with an
increase of 473 visitors compared to 2020, at a
rate of 21.6%. 1,963 out of these visitors were
Emiratis, 73.8%, compared to 26.2% of Non-
Emiratis from different nationalities, mostly
Asians at 8.3%, other Arab countries at 7%,
then African countries with 3.9%.

As for treatments given in the Gynecology
and Fertility Center, they amounted 510 in
2021, compared to the 818 in 2020, with a
drastic decrease of 308, and a decrease rate of
(37.7%). It was found that the most treatments

requested by the visitors were In Vitro

Fertilization (IVF) by 51.0%, followed by Frozen
Embryo Transfer (FET) tests by 20.4%,
followed by hysteroscopy tests by 12.5%, then

microscopic insemination with 8.4%.

Eleven: Vaccinations for Children under Five

The total number of children’s vaccinations
reached 389,649 vaccines in 2021 at the level of
Dubai, compared to 573,261 vaccines in 2020,
with a decrease of 183,612 vaccines and a
decrease rate of (47.12%) at the level of Dubai.
Percentage of vaccinations received by Emiratis
was 26.9%, while 73.1% of these vaccinations
were given to Non-Emiratis.

These vaccinations included 11 types of
vaccines for different diseases, the coverage
rate of the BCG vaccine reached 100%, the polio
vaccine (by injection) with an average coverage
rate of 47% at the level of the four doses, then
the Hemophilus influenza(B) vaccine with an
average coverage rate reaching 46% at the level
of four doses, then the pneumococcal vaccine
with an average coverage rate of 35.5% at the

level of four doses during 2021.
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Twelfth: Hospital Performance Indicators
The data indicates that there is a
continuous improvement  in hospitals
performance indicators in 2021 compared to
2020, where the number of visitors to
emergency clinics in 2021 reached about
1,633,413 patients, with an increase of 5,524
patients compared to 2020, and an increase rate
of (0.34%). This is a good indicator that reflects
the improvement of the health status of the
community members, making them resort to
emergency less frequently. On the other hand,
the number of visitors to specialized clinics
increased to 5,624,650 patients, with a
significant increase from 2,636,458 patients in
2020, with a positive change rate at 88.2%. As
for inpatients, their number reached 345,622,
with an increase of 56,199 patients compared to
2020, and a change rate at 19.4%. The number
of beds also increased in 2021 to reach 6,386
beds, an increase of 910 beds compared to

2020, with a change rate of 17.0%. The drastic

increase reflects the opening of new private

hospitals and the slight increase in the beds of
some hospitals, which resulted in an increase in
days of stay with a rate of change of 23.5%,
noting that the total average length of stay of 4
days did not change for both years 2020 and
2021.

As for the occupancy rate, it increased from
51.7% in 2020 to 57.0% in 2021, with an
increase of 5.3% representing a change rate of
5.2% compared to 2020.

Finally, data of hospitals indicates that there
is also an increase in the number of major
surgeries, which amounted to 91,083 in 2021,
with an increase of 21,657 major surgeries
compared to 2020, with an increase rate of
31.2%. As for minor surgeries, they amounted
to 82,169 surgeries in 2021, compared to 2020
at 23,784 with an increase rate of 40.7%.

Thirteen: The Development of Health

Capabilities in the Emirate of Dubai
The data indicates that there is a
continuous development in the potentials and

capabilities of the health sector in the Emirate

of Dubai. The number of beds increased from
4,074 beds in 2013 to 5,476 beds in 2020, and
then increased to 6,386 beds in 2021, with an
annual change rate of 7.1%. The number of
doctors also increased from 6,559 in 2013 to
10,437 in 2020, then increased to 10,793 in
2021, with an annual change rate of 3.4%.
Similarly, dentists' number increased from
1,709 in 2013 to 2,699 in 2020, then increased
to 3,017 dentists in 2021 with an annual change
rate of 11.8%, which is the highest rate among
the determinants of the development of the
health system in the Emirate of Dubai.

Finally, there has also been a development in the
number of nurses in Dubai, where their number
reached 13,096 in 2013, amplified to 19,272 in
2020, and then increased again to 19,905 in

2021 with an annual change rate of 3.3%.

Chapter Three

Health Resources Statistics

This chapter presents the health resources'
statistics which include data of the workforce in
the health sector in Dubai, by occupation,
gender, nationality and hospital, with an
emphasis on presenting details about doctors
and dentists, and according to the workplace in
various hospitals, as well as data on overseas
treatment expenses and countries where the
treatments took place during the year 2021, as
well as data on the development of total
expenditures, both actual and estimated, in
Dubai Health Authority (DHA) from 2017-
2021. The following is a brief summary of the
most significant figures and percentages in this

chapter.

First: Workforce

The total workforce in the health sector in

Dubai was 53,751 employees in 2021, compared

to 51,753 employees in 2020, with an increase
of 1,998 and a change rate of 3.9%, in order to
meet the increase in the population of Dubai,
and to meet the increase in demand for health
care in the Emirate . Most of the workforce were
females, with a percentage of 65.7%, compared
to 34.3% of males, and with a gender ratio of 52
males: for every 100 females. 4,281 of them
were Emirati employees, representing 8.0%, and
49,470 employees were non-Emiratis with a
percentage of 92.0%.

Statistics indicate that nurses represent
the largest proportion of these employees, with
19,905 employees, a rate of 37.0%, compared
to 19,272 nurses in 2020, with an increase of
633 nurses, and an increase rate of 3.3%.
85.2% of them were female.

They are followed by technicians, with a
number of 12,113, representing 22.5%, of
whom 62.7% are females, followed by the
number of doctors, with 10,793 doctors, or
20.1%, compared to 10,437 doctors in 2020,

which indicates an increase in the number of

doctors by 356, with a rate of 3.4% during
2020. 54.7% of them were males.

This number of the workforce also includes
3,017 dentists, representing 5.6%, compared to
2,699 dentists in 2020, with an increase of 318
dentists, and an increase rate of 11.8%. 57.4%
of them were males.

While pharmacists represented 7.3%, of
whom 51.5% are males, and administrative staff
represented 7.4% of the workforce, 56.4% were
females.

By studying the age distribution of the
workforce in Dubai, we find that 44.7%
workforce comes under the age group age group
(31-40) years, followed by those in the age
group (41-50) years with a rate of 21.1%, which
means that a large percentage of employees
(65.8%) in the age group (31-50) vyears.
Statistics also indicated that 19.6% of these
employees are in the age group (21-30) years.
Since health work often requires employees to
work in more than one job, especially doctors
and technicians who work in shifts in more than

one place to provide health care, the statistics
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indicated that the total number of jobs in the
different workplaces was 58,417 jobs. 35,965 of
these jobs were in the private sector, at a rate of
61.6%, followed by 15,998 jobs available in the
DHA, at 27.4%, and 3,463 jobs were in Dubai
Healthcare City, or 5.9%, while the remaining
2,417 jobs were in The Emirates Health Services
with 4.1%, and the rest 574 jobs were in The
Ministry of Health and Prevention, with only 1%
of the total jobs.

As for the categories of doctors, 54.3% of
the licensed doctors in Dubai were specialists,
followed by consultants with 29.1%, and then
16.6% of resident and general practitioners. As
for the dentists, 44.9% were specialists,
followed by consultants with 7.5%, and then
47.7% of them were resident and general

practitioners.

Second: DHA Overseas Treatment Expenses

The total amount of expenditures on overseas
treatment during the year 2021 amounted to a
total of AED 136,422,000 compared to AED
202,036,000 in 2020, a decrease of AED

65,614,000 and a rate of change of (32.5%)
compared to these expenditures in 2020.

Treatment expenses was AED 82,244,000
representing 60.3% of the total amount, which
is the largest part of these expenses, followed by
cash expenses, which amounted to AED
24,801,000 at a rate of 18.2%, followed by
salaries with a rate of 10.4%, then travel tickets
expenses by 3.2%, then other expenses by

7.9%.

Third: Development of the DHA Total

Expenditures

The DHA total estimated expenses in 2021
amounted to a total of AED 7,277,360,000 an
increase of AED 1,430,455,000 compared to
2020, and an increase rate of 24.5%. These
discretionary expenses included operating costs
estimated at 50.6% of the total discretionary
expenditures for the year 2021 Salaries and
allowances increased by 42.4%, then capital
expenditures by 4.4%, and finally projects were
estimated at 2.6%. Noting that the actual

operating costs for 2021 were much higher than

those estimated for 2020, with a significant
change rate of 58.2%.

As for the actual expenses of the DHA in
2021, it amounted to AED 7,247,650,000 with
an increase of AED 945,515,000 compared to
2020, and an increase rate of 15.0%.

It has been found after comparing both of
the totals, actual and estimated expenses, there
has been a saving of an amount of AED
29,710,000 of the estimated expenses prepared
for the DHA. This is a positive indicator that
confirms the efficiency of managing the financial
aspects. The largest part of these actual
expenses were operating costs by 51.3%,
followed by salaries and allowances by 43.0%,
then capital expenditures by 3.1%, and finally
projects were by 2.6%. Noting that the actual
operating costs for 2021 were much higher than
for 2020, with a significant change rate of
35.2%.

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Chapter Four

Health Sector Indicators

In this chapter of the Statistical Yearbook
2021, many of the basic health indicators that
were extracted from the data contained in the
previous three chapters of Statistical Yearbook
for the year 2021, were compared with a long
series of years about these indicators in
numbers and through appropriate graphs.
Especially the vital statistics indicators for the
Emirate of Dubai 2012-2021, the standardized
and unstandardized rates for the main causes of
death for the years 2019 to 2021, and finally the
performance indicators of healthcare services in
the Emirate of Dubai for the years 2013-2021

were completely reported.

First: Vital Statistics Indicators
According to Dubai’s population census
during the period of 2012 to 2021, upon which
the rest of the 24 vital statistical indicators that
were built, as it was proven that an increase in

the population in 2021 was 67,100 individuals

with an annual change rate of 2.0%. This small
increase had varied effects on all indicators,
where the crude birth rate reached 9.2 births per
1000 population in 2021, showing a decrease at
a rate of (0.2) only per thousand population,
compared to a rate of 9.4 per 1000 population
in 2020, and this decrease is the lowest since
2012. It was at an annual change rate during the
period from 2012 to 2021, with a decrease of
(4.4%) during the period and at a rate of (0.5)
annually. This decline is attributed to the drop in
the general fertility rate (GFR) for females (15-
49), which is the main driver of growth in any
country. Which reached 1.2 children per female
in 2021 compared to the same rate of 1.2 in
2020. In comparison, the general fertility rate
for Emirati females (15-49) this year was 3.0
births per Emirati females compared to 1.0
births per Non-Emiratis females.

Given the importance of infant and child
mortality rates, which reflect the well-being of
the family and the society in general, as well as
an essential indicator of health and knowledge

status of mothers, the availability of

immunization and maternal and child health
services (including prenatal care). Therefore,
many indicators are reflecting the health system
performance indicators, showing as well the
health status of children, as it has been proven
that the rate of stillbirth/per 1000 births has
decreased from 6.2 in 2020 to 2.0 in 2021. The
perinatal mortality rate per 1000 births also
decreased from 7.2 per 1000 births in 2020 to
3.6 per 1000 births in 2021. While the neonatal
mortality rate/ per 1000 live births decreased to
2.3 deaths in 2021 compared to 2.8 in 2020. As
a result of these indicators, the rate of natural
increase per 1000 population in the Emirate of
Dubai decreased by 8.0 individuals in 2021
compared to 8.3 individuals in 2020, as a natural
extension of the continuous decline in the rate
of natural increase since 2012.

To complement the study of indicators
related to deaths in Dubai, it has been
demonstrated that the crude death rate per
1000 population reached 1.2 deaths per 1000
population in 2021, compared to the rate of 1.0
per 1000 population in 2020, and this rate,
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although it increased by about 0.2, 1 death per
1000 population in 2021. However, it is among
the lowest mortality rates in the world.

With regard to the detailed mortality rates,
the maternal mortality rate / per 100,000 live
births was 9.5 in 2021, showing a significant
increase from the year 2020, which amounted to
3.0 per 100,000 live births, and thus this rate
approached the previous rates in 2018 and
20109.

Disease-related mortality rates were also
normal within the Emirate of Dubai. Including
circulatory system mortality rate/per 1000
population, which was 0.362 in 2021 compared
to 0.367 in 2020. There was also a decrease in
the cancer mortality rate per 1000 population
from a rate of 0.079 in 2021 to 0.082 in 2020.
While it was verified that there was a significant
increase in the death rate for respiratory
diseases to 0.115 in 2021 compared to 0.078 in
2020. On the other hand, there was a slight
increase in the incidence

of infectious diseases (per 100,000
population) which was 479 deaths in 2021 in

comparison to 432 deaths in 2020. The
mortality rate under 5 years / per 1000 children,
has been shown to decrease from 0.80 deaths in

2020 to 0.78 deaths in 2021.

Second: Standardized and unstandardized
rates of major causes of death

Chapter four also describes the
standardized and unstandardized rates of the
main causes of death from the year 2019 to
2021 for Emiratis and Non-Emiratis. The results
indicate a change in the total unstandardized
mortality rate (USMR) from 0.83 in 2019 to
1.03 in 2020, and then increased to reach 1.16
in 2021. In contrast, the standardized mortality
rate (SMR) increased from 2.98 in 2019 to 3.45

in 2020, and then increased more to reach 5.30

in 2021.

Third: Health Service Performance
Indicators

This chapter illustrates the performance
indicators of health services in Dubai for the

years 2013-2021. As the rate of physicians (per

1000 population) increased from 3.06 in 2020
to 3.10 in 2021, the rate of dentists (per 1000
population) has also developed from 0.79 in
2020 to 0.87 dentists in 2021. The rate of
nurses (per 1000 population) has also increased
from 5.56 in 2020 to 5.72 in 2021.

Considering the rate of hospital beds, which
is one of the important indicators in measuring
the ability of the health care system to receive
patients in different countries, as it shows an
increase in Dubai from 1.61 beds per 1000
population in 2020 to 1.85 beds in 2021, as a
result of beds increase, the rate of physicians per
beds decreased from 1.91 in 2020 to reach 1.68
in 2021, and the rate of nurses per beds
decreased from 3.52 in 2020 to 3.10 in 2021.
With regard to the bed occupancy rate, which is
used as a measure of hospitals’ ability to operate
safely and effectively, it increased from 51.68%
in 2020 to 54.43% in 2021, noting that the
optimal bed occupancy rate, which indicates the
optimal and effective use of hospital beds, is
75%, meaning the capacity of hospitals in Dubai

to accommodate a larger number of patients. As
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for the turnover of hospital beds, it increased
from 52.85 in 2020 to 61.64 in 2021, which
confirms the ability of hospitals to operate
safely and employ beds effectively. It has also
been proven that the rate of daily visits (per
1000 population) has increased from 7.01 in
2020 to 9.66 in 2021, which indicates the return
of things to normal with regard to the issue of
daily visits, and the rate of daily visits to each
doctor has also increased from 2.38 in 2020 to
3.11in 2021.

As for the results related to the annual
hospital discharge rate (per 100,000
population), indicating the efficiency of the
health system in Dubai, where a significant
development has occurred, as it increased from
8,484 in 2020 to 11,376 discharges per 100,000
population in 2021. As a result of this change,
the average hospital care days increased from
274.67 days per 1,000 population in 2020 to
356.97 days in 2021.

Another indicator for the health system in
Dubai is the hospital stay rate (per day) for each
patient, which also indicates the efficiency of
health care, as it changed from 3.53 days in
2013 to 3.57 in 2020, as there was an increase
to 3.62 day in 2021, and finally, it has been
proven that there has been an increase in the
rate of caesarean sections per 1000 live births,
from 478 caesarean sections per 1000 live
births in 2020 to 481 caesarean births per 1000
live births in 2021. These results in total indicate
a significant improvement in the performance of

the health system in Dubai.
