2. Based on the Medical Guidelines for sick leaves, prepared in
coordination with the Dubai Health Authority different medical
departments, this includes the hospitalization duration average for
the various medical cases, and identifying the duration of the sick
leave obtained free of complications.

3. Communicate with the concerned speciality consultant for opinion.

4. Recommend to request the employee to provide further clarifications
and reports.

5. Recommend that the employee should present before the General
Medical Committee.

6. Recommend that the employee should present before a consultant
or a subcommittee of three specialist.

After analysing the request from a medical point of view and make the
proper recommendations, the response shall be sent via the electronic
to inform the employee with the committee decision / recommendation.

If it is recommended for further clarification and provision of medical
reports, then either the request shall be cancelled or placed under
follow-up for one-month period, and if no reply is received within that
period, the committee will cancel the request to be entered again until
the completion of the requirements.

The Committee shall hold daily meeting at its premises to address their
responsibilities.

In case of parity of votes,
the Chairperson of the meeting shall have the casting vote.

The Committee may, for performing the tasks assigned thereto, seek
the assistance of whomever they deem appropriately experienced
and specialized, without having a vote in their deliberations or
recommendations.
