These
activities include the provision of health services, usage,
productivity, health system efficiency and evaluation of the
quality of the health services provided.

The above data is presented in both Arabic and English languages for
the best interest of all health services concerned bodies and
organizations.

STATISTICS SECTION
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EXPLAINATION & COMMENTS

INTRODUCTION:

Analysis of data is an essential element of
health information system. To maximize the
use of HIS implemented in DOHMS, there
should be an adequate statistics analysis of data
capable of providing information required by all
levels of health planners and managers for
planning, programming, budgeting, monitoring,
control, evaluation and coordination of health
programs and by other members of health care
personnel. The system provides also specific
health information to users outside the heath
sector particularly policy makers,
socioeconomic planners and the general public.

Here our aim of the Annual Statistical Book
2005 has been to analyses the statistical data
and obtain the health indicators for
governmental and private sectors. We hope that
it will provide decision markers, health planners
and researcher with necessary information for
finding potential problems, preparing plans,
monitoring and evaluating health status, service
performance and resources availability.

I. POPULATION & BIOSTATISTICS:

The number of population in Dubai was
1,321,453 for the year of 2006 with a Natural
Increase rate of 1.1 per 100 populations. The
number of Alive Birth in Dubai was 16,929
with a Crude Birth rate of 12.8 per1000
population. Nationals constituted %42.4 of the
total number of birth. Males amounted %50.6
while female 49.4%

On the other hand the registered death in Dubai
was1,841 with a Crude Mortality rate 1.4 per
1000 population. The number of National death
was463with a percentage25.1% of the total
number of death. Males constituted 75.1%
against 24.9% for females.

Studying death in DOHMS hospitals, and cause
of death, it shows that the top five diseases
leading death were Cerebrovascular disease,
Neoplasm, Septicemia, Prenatal period and
Congenital Anomalies. Among elders the top
five diseases leading death were diseases of
Circulatory system, Septicemia, Neoplasm&
diseases of Digestive system.
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II. MANPOWER & DOCTORS:

The registered Manpower in DOHMS was
9,540 for the year of 2006 with %13.2increase.
Than that of 2005. Nationals constituted 26.2%
with 48.7% increase than that of last year.
Males amounted 41.8% while Female 58.2%.
Studying the distribution of manpower by
categories, table (108) shows that National
Admin constitutes 69.4% while Doctors 37.0%,
Nurses 2.8%, Pharm. & Dispensers were
20.3%, other Technicians 17.7%, Engineering
%22.4and Subordinate 21%.

On the other hand Medical staff was 1,215
doctors including 81 dentists. Doctors in
DOHMS hospitals were 1049 distributed with
34.4%, 26%, 13.9% and 25.7% for RH, DH,
AWH and PHC Respectively.

Consultant and specialists were 79.2% of the
total Number of doctors. Medical specialist was
10.3%, Gynecologists 9.2% Pediatricians 6.5%
and General surgery 4% of the total number of
doctors.

I11. OUTPATIENTS:

The No. of Attendance was 1,330,656 patients
during the year of 2006. It amounted 6.5%
increase than that of 2005.

Studying distribution of attendance by
Nationality, it shows that National Constitute
more than two third of attendance (65.7%) and
female National were 59% of total National
attendance.

On the other hand Attendance in Specialist
clinics Constituted 348,422 patients with
31.8%. from total number of out-patients.
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V. IN-PATIENTS:

The number of inpatients in DOHMS was
69,652 in 2006 with an increase of %7.4 than
of 2005. National inpatients were 32, 021 with
an increase of 1.2 % than of 2005, against a
13.4% of Non-National patients. On the other
hand the number of inpatients in RH, DH,
AWH and Primary Health Care increased with
7.3% ,10% 5.5% , 11.7% Respectively.

Studying Inpatients services, the number of
Beds was 1407 Beds with 56.4% of the
available Beds in Dubai, about one bed for
every 939of population, beside the beds in the
other health establishments.

The Bed occupancy rate was 58.3%, bed turn
over was 41.8%. The monthly average of
admission was 4,821 patients. With 5 patients
from every 100 population. The average length
of stay in DOHMS hospitals was about 5 days
as the number of patients care days was
282,835days.

IV. DENTAL CENTER:

Number of Attendance in dental Clinics was
119,297 patients during the year of 2006. The
percentage of nationals was 86.9% of total
Attendances. Females were 60%.

Studying Dental treatments table No. (23)
Shows that No. of treatments were 197,661
treatments through 16 Dental Clinics and 43
chairs.

V. SURGICAL OPERATIONS:

The number of surgical operations performed in
2006 was 22,463 operations with an average
1,872 operation monthly. Major operations
amounted 53.2%. Rashid Hospital accounted
43.8% of the total number of major operations,
Dubai Hospital 31.8% and Al-Wasl Hospital
24.4% Table (31) showed that operation
increased with 12.4% this year.

Studying surgical operation by specialty, Obst.
& Gyn. Specialty and General surgery were
24% and 21.6% respectively.
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VI. INFECTIOUS DISEASES:

The number of notified cases of infectious
diseases was 5,653 cases during the year of
2006. It amounted 4.3 per 1000 of population in
Dubai. Nationals were 33% while expatriate
were 67%.

Males amounted 66.1% and Females 33.9%.

VIl. OVERSEAS PATIENTS:

The number of overseas patients was 863
patients during the year of 2006 United
Kingdom and Germany accounted 70.8% of
patients. Orthopedics, oncology and
cardiovascular disease responsible respectively
for about 14%, 13.8%, and 12.8% of cases
treated overseas.

The total Expenditures of overseas treatment
ED 182 million. The average cost was 210
thousand Dirhams per patient as it was 155.6 in
UK, 227 in Germany, 314.2 in USA, and 31.1
in India.
