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Chapter One: Vital Statistics

Chapter one of the annual health statistical book of 2019 is focusing on vital statistics indicators for the
population of Dubai for the same year. Attention was given to the three main parameters population statistics,
births and deaths statistics. The following results will be a brief of the details of the chapter.
First: Population

By the end of 2019, Dubai population estimated to be 3,355,900 individuals, with extra growth of 275,735
individuals compared to 2018. The crude growth rate was 82.2 per 1000 of population. Males were 69% and
females were 31%, children of age group (0-14) years old were 14.8%, among them, 5.3% were under 5 years.
Almost 58.7% of the population were in the age group (25-44) years old due to noticeable increase in the
portion of males within this specific age group. Age group (60+) years old composed about 2.4% of total
population. The previous proportions indicate that the society of Dubai is a rapidly growing one, with male and
youth predominance.
Second: Births

Live births were 31,866 in the Emirate of Dubai in 2019. The crude birth rate of 9.7 per 1000 of population
was similar to the previous year, reflecting population stability during the previous years. Among those births,
22% were Emirati and 78% were non-Emirati. The statistics showed that 80% of births took place at private
sector hospitals and 20% of births were at public hospitals. By looking at the cesarean section, 36% of the
deliveries were cesarean sections at the DHA hospitals, while this proportion was 50% of the total deliveries
at private sector hospitals. In addition, 80% of births were within normal range of weight (2500-4500 gm).
Additionally, the natural growth showed homogeneity between 2017 and 2019. Regarding stillbirths, there

were 140 events, 79% of the stillbirths were among non-Emirati and 52% of them were in males.
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Third: Deaths

In the Emirate of Dubai in 2019 deaths were estimated 2,728 events, with crude death rate of 0.83 per each
1000 of population, compared to 0.84 per each 1000 population in 2018, out of which 163 deaths (6% of total
deaths) were among children below 5 years old. Moreover, deaths among age group (60+) years old were 1,120
(41.1%), out of them 788 (70.4%) deaths were among non-Emirati. As per the distribution of deaths by
nationalities, the statistics showed that 82.8% were Emirati compared to 17.2% of non-Emirati. Additionally,
the percentage of male deaths of the total was 72.4%, compared to 27.6% among females.

When inspecting the frequency and the distributions of the cause of deaths, it was found that about 30.1%
of total death were due to cardiovascular diseases followed by signs and symptoms due to abnormal lab findings
unclassified in the second place (14.5%). The third cause of death was cancers (11.8%), followed by accidents
and poisoning and some other results related to external causes (11.6%). As for under 5 mortalities, the most
prevalent causes of death were Certain conditions originating in the perinatal period (35.6%), congenital

anomalies and genetic disorders (14.7%), followed by cardiovascular related diseases (12.3%).
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CHAPTER 2

PATIENT SERVICES STATISTICS
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Chapter two
Patient’s services statistics

This chapter contains detailed statistics medical services provided to patients in Dubai, as well as the
healthcare providers in the Emirate of Dubai 2019. Descriptions of communicable diseases, surgical operations,
inpatients and outpatients visits, dentistry, alternative medicine, overseas treated patients as well vaccination
coverage in the Emirate. In addition, the chapter contains the hospital indicators and services growth in Dubai
up to 2019. A comparison was conducted between Dubai Health Authority hospitals and the private sector
health care providers in the Emirate. Below is a brief summary of the most important results from the details of
this chapter.
First: Communicable diseases (infectious diseases)

The number of patients affected by communicable diseases in the Emirate of Dubai for 2019 was 38,981 out
of which 5,717 were Emirati (14.7%) and 33,352 were non-Emirati (85.2%). About 58.9% of them were males
and 41.1% were females, most of the incidences were among the age group (1-14) years old and (25-44) years
old. The incidence rate of the communicable diseases for the age above 45 years old was significantly less
compared to the other age groups. Seasonal influenza (all types) found to be the most prevalent condition of
communicable diseases with 25,736 case in 2019 (65.8).% followed by chicken pox 7.2%, and pulmonary
pneumococcal infection 5.5%, which reflected the burden of communicable diseases in the Emirate of Dubai.
Other significant communicable diseases are e.g. Chancroid, Dysentery, Dango Fever and Hepatitis were
sporadically reported.

Second: Surgical operations

The total number of surgical operations that were carried out in the Emirate of Dubai in 2019 was 201,966, out

of which about 79,585 were classified as major operations (39.9%) and 122,381 were classified as minor
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operations (60.1%). By looking at the operations, 145,947 of the operations were elective operations (74.6%),
out of which 41% were major operations. The rest of the operations 49,710 were emergency operations
(25.4%), out of which 35% were major operations. About 157,433 operation carried out in private sector
hospitals (78%), followed by 38,224 operation in Dubai Health Authority hospital (18.9%). Specialty wise, the
most frequent of these operations were general surgeries (22.4%), followed by obstetrics & gynecology
(13.1%), and followed by trauma surgeries (10.4%).

Third: Outpatient visitors:

The total number of outpatient visits in the Emirate of Dubai for 2019 was 11,653,351 which was less by
7.3% compared to the previous year. Moreover, out of the total number of the outpatients 78.7% were in the
private sector and Dubai Health Care City, 20.5% were in the Dubai Health Authority outpatient facilities, and
0.8% at the Ministry of Health and Prevention facilities in Dubai. According to the most frequent ICD coding,
12.7% of visitors were complaining of respiratory system diseases, 11.4% were unknown causes of morbidity,
10.3% in emergency cases, and 7.7 % in Genito-urinary system. The available statistics revealed that more than
47 medical specialties were delivered at outpatient clinics. The most frequent among them, 36% were sought
under family physician practice, 17.3% were under emergency services, followed by dental health services
(7.4%). Dubai Hospital was found to provide more than 31 medical specialty services, emergency services found
to be the highest medical service provided, followed by renal care services, ophthalmology, rehabilitation, ENT,
and cardiology among others. Rashid Hospital was found to cover more than 24 medical specialty services;
psychiatry services were among the highest medical services provided, followed by trauma services,
rehabilitation and physiotherapy, neurology, cardiology and general surgery. Latifa hospital also covered more
than 20 medical specialty services; Trauma had the highest visits followed by Obstetrics & Gynecology services,

physiotherapy, and pediatrics. Hatta Hospital covered 25 medical specialty services e.g. Family medicine, Trauma,
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Pediatrics, Dental care, Orthopedics, and Dermatology care. The number of outpatient visits increased steadily
between 2009 - 2019 except for the year 2018, which showed a slight decline.
Fourth: Inpatient services

The number of inpatient visitors were 320,220, with a decline of 35,107 patients compared to the previous
year of 2018. The decline reflected reduced attendance rate of 9.9%. Among the inpatient admissions, 76.1%
of were at the private sector hospitals, 21% were at Dubai Health Authority hospitals and 2.9% were at Ministry
of Health and Prevention hospitals. By looking at the most frequent inpatient services by ICD coding, 12.4% of
total inpatient admission were due other factors affecting health status, 10.9% respiratory diseases, 9.2%
gastroenterology diseases, 7.7 % due to musculoskeletal disorders, and 7% due to diseases of the genitourinary
system.

More than 32 medical specialty wards were at Dubai Hospital inpatient services, including Obstetrics &
Gynecology (17.1%), followed by Internal medicine services (14.9%) and General surgeries (10%), Pediatrics
(9.2%) and Intensive care services (8.9 %).

Dubai hospital was found to have more than 18 medical specialty services like Gynecology, General surgery,
Pediatrics, Internal medicine, Cardiology and Obstetrics. Rashid hospital have more than 19 medical specialty
wards, e.g. internal medicine, general surgery, orthopedics —fractures, cardiac and chest surgery, emergency
medicine, psychiatry and pediatric surgeries. Hatta hospital covered more than 8 medical specialty services
including the most frequently used internal medicine, Pediatrics and Obstetrics.

Latifa Hospital covered more than 9 medical specialty services include, gynecology, intensive care, pediatrics,
obstetrics, pediatric surgery and premature care. The number of inpatients services increased steadily between

2009-2019.
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Fifth: Dental Health clinic

The total number of dental clinics visitors in Dubai for 2019 was 1,089,054; about 53.3% of them were
females, and 46.7% were males, out of which 35.6% were Emirati. The majority (74.6%) were treated in health
centers and clinics, 18.8% were treated in primary health care centers, and the rest of them (6.6%) received
dental treatments in hospitals’ clinics (Table 24). Patient treated in Dubai Health Authority were 220,481,
92.8% out of them were treated in primary health care centers, while the remaining percentage was treated in
the hospitals. The distribution reflects the importance of primary heath care centers role in delivering dental
health services as reflected in (table 25). Among the most frequent dental care services, 25.1% found to be as
a consultation and follow up visits, 24.1% general treatments, 16.1% gum treatment and oral surgery and 6.6%
root canal. It is worth to mention that pediatric dental care services formed about 3.7% as per (Table 27). In
2019, 220481 patients sought dental treatments inside Dubai Health Authority centers, out of which 33.7%
sought general treatments, 19% gum treatments, and 12.2% had pediatric dental care, among other
treatments.
Sixth: Overseas treatment

The total number of patient treated overseas in 2019 was 733 patient, comparing to 1207 patient in 2018,
which revealed an average mean of change - 39.3% most of the patients were treated in UK (31.4%), followed
by Germany (25.5%), Thailand (14.3%). The most frequent services sought overseas were for cancer treatment
and were treated in UK and Thailand 30.2%, followed by pediatric diseases and pediatric surgeries (11.3%), and
few were due to fractures and bones disorders in Germany & UK8.3%, and neurosurgery were in Germany and
Thailand (7.2%).
Seventh: Alternative Medicine

The total number of patients utilized alternative medicine service in Dubai in 2019 was 152,461. This

showed increase in the number patients with an average mean of change of 17%, which reflects the growth of
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demands on alternative medicine service in Dubai. Males and females were almost equally in seeking alternative
medicine services 49.9% and 50.1%, respectively. About half of the total alternative medicine visitors (49.8%)
were Emirati. There were 33 types of alternative medicine treatments utilized in Dubai in 2019 including among
others, 6.2% muscular system and neurological system services, 6.2% posttraumatic and post-surgery
rehabilitation services, 4.5% acupuncture services.
Eight: Physiotherapy

The total number of physiotherapy and rehabilitated patients in Dubai during 2019 was 895,358 patients
compared to 503,490 patients in 2018 with an average a change of 77.8% reflects the accelerated demand on
such kind of services in the Emirate in 2019. About half (51%) of the patients were males, and 12.6% were
Emirati. More than 12-physiotherapy treatments were available at the private sector facilities, with the most
prevalent physiotherapy treatments; lectrical stimulation therapy (35.8%), kensotherapy (35.2%) and other
treatments (16.5%).
Ninth: Skin Care:
The total number of skin care patients in the Emirate of Dubai during 2019 was 352,829, compared to
254,143 patients in 2018 that indicate a significant increase, with an average mean change of 38.8%, which
reflects a continuous increase in the demand for this service. Female’s visitors were 85.4% and Emirati
visitors were 48.7%. There were more than 19 types of skin care treatments, most frequently used services
were, permanent hair removal (27.8%), fillers (18.2%), and boutex (11.6%).
Tenth: Under five Vaccination services
The total number of under 5 children vaccinated in the Emirate of Dubai 2019 was 630,004, out of which
23% of vaccines were provided to Emeriti and 77% for non-Emeriti. The vaccination services covered more
than 10 different types of vaccines, including the vaccines with highest vaccination coverage: BCG with 100%

coverage, pneumococcal conjugated vaccine with 90% coverage rate, then DPT with 80% coverage.

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Chapter Three

This chapter is focusing on the available health resources at the Dubai Health Authority during 2019 that
enables the Dubai Health Authority in providing the health care services for Dubai population. Below is a briefing

of chapter results.

First: Human resources

The total number of health related workforce in Dubai 2019 was 50,799 employees, females were 63.2% and
males were 36.8% with male to female ratio (58: 100). Among them, 9,850 physicians, 2,580 dentists and
18,538 nurses were licensed in 2019. The highest proportion of health workforce (43%) are located in the
hospitals, followed by those in the clinics and health centers (29%). Females constituted 63.2% of the whole
health workforce in Dubai. The health work force served into the four main health sectors in the Emirate of
Dubai, Dubai Health authority, and Private sector, Ministry of Health and Prevention and Dubai Healthcare City.
Dubai Health Authority had 12,184 employees (24% of the total), More than 60% (30,712) of the employees
were working in private health sector. Among the total manpower, 5,745 were working in Dubai Health Care City
at a percentage of 11.3%. Ministry of Health and Prevention’ employees constituted 4.2% of total health work
force in the Emirate of Dubai.

As for the health care providers’ categories, physicians constituted 19% of the total workforce, coming after
nurses who constituted the hugest proportion of the working health personnel in the Emirate (36%). For the
location of physicians within the health sector, 77% of physicians in Dubai are working in the private health
sector. As for the physicians specialties, 56.8% of the physicians worked in Dubai were specialists, followed by
consultants (27.6%) and G.P.s (15.7%). The vast majority (92%) of the physicians were expats, and 57% of
them were males. The majority (91.7%) of the dentists were working in the private sector of the emirate. Almost

the majority of the dentists (95%) were expats and 54% of them were females .
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For the physicians' specialty in Dubai 2019, Obstetrics and gynecologist come first among all the specialists in
Dubai (6%) followed by pediatricians (5%) and family physicians (5%). Less than half (46%) of physicians are
located in the specialty clinics and health centers, followed by 38.5% of them working in the hospitals. Regarding
the age groups, less than half of the health workforce were in the age group 31 — 40 years, followed by both age
groups 41- 50 and 21-30 with almost one-fifth of health workers in each group.

Second: Overseas treatment expenditure (cost)

The total amount of overseas treatment expenditure for 2019 was 281,644 AED, with a decline of 49,391
AED compared to 2018, therefore the annual average mean of change was (-14.9). About 39.4% of total
overseas expenditure were spent in UK, 23.9% in USA, and Germany 22.8%. The expenditure divided into
direct treatment cost 61.1%, direct cash expenditure 16.4%, salaries 6.5% and travel tickets costs 5.5% and

10.4% was other expenses.
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Chapter four

Health Sector Indicators
Chapter 4 provides illustration of the some health sector indicators in the Emirate of Dubai. It proves the trend for many
vital indicators (2011- 2019), the standardized and unstandardized mortality rates (2017-2019) and health service
performance indicators (2012 — 2019).
First: Vital indicators in Dubai for the years 2011 to 2019.
In this chapter, the trend for vital indicators in Dubai for the years 2011 to 2019 was illustrated. There has been a
notable rise in the life expectancy at birth during 2019, where it reaches 82.1 years. Life expectancy for females was 82.5
years compared to 81.8 years in males. The sudden rise in the Life expectancy was due to improvement in data quality
for moralities and approaching different methodologies for calculating the KPI.
Crude Birth Rate (CBR) per 1000 pop. Is observing a steady decline during the past years. It dropped from 13.4 in 2013
to 9.7 births per 1000 pop. In 2019 (with a negative variation of 27.6%). The Total Fertility Rate (TFR) is the main
driver for growth for any country. In 2019, TFR was 1.28 children per woman in the age group 15-49 years. It was 3.0
per woman for nationals compared to 1.1 for non-national women. Declining birth rates are attributed to urbanization,
changing attitudes about family size, and increased education and work opportunities for women.
Infants and Child mortality rates have several advantages as a barometer of child well-being in general and child health in
particular. First, they measure the outcomes of the development process rather than the input. Second, children
mortality rates are known to be affected by a wide variety of inputs: the nutritional status and the health knowledge of
mothers; the level of immunization; the availability of maternal and child health services (including prenatal care); income
and food availability in the family; the availability of good sanitation; and the overall safety of the child’s environment,
among other factors. Hence, chapter 4 reveals many KPIs that indicate children health status. First, the stillbirth rate per
1000 livebirths is experiencing a decline from 5.6 in 2018 to 4.4 deaths per 1000 live births in 2019. In the same regard,
the perinatal mortality rate declined from 7.8 in 2018 to 6.6 deaths per 1000 livebirths in 2019. The neonatal mortality
rate observed a stable rate of 3.2 for the last 3 years. Infant mortality rate also is showing a decline from 4.9 in 2017 to

4.0 deaths per 1000 livebirths in the year 2019. The Under 5 mortality Rate is another success story that sums up all the
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previously mentioned child mortality indicators, with a rate of 5.1 deaths per 1000 livebirths during the years of 2018
and 2019. Besides, the Maternal Mortality Rate was 9 per 100 thousand livebirths in 2019.

Chapter 4 sheds light on many other important mortality rates. The Crude Death Rate (CDR) per 1000 pop. of Dubai is
amongst the lowest CDRs worldwide. It showed stability around 0.84 and 0.83 per 1000 pop. for 2018 and 2019,
respectively. As the difference between CBR and the CDR, the rate of natural increase was 8.7 per 1000 pop. for the year
2019, compared to 9.4 per 1000 pop. in 2018.

Generally, the disease-specific mortality rates were also low within the Emirate of Dubai. Among them, diseases of the
cardiovascular system with a rate of 0.25 per 1000 pop. comes first, then cancer mortality rate and Injuries mortality
rate of 0.10 deaths per 1000 pop. they come as the second and third causes of death in the year 2019. The fourth cause
of death was diseases of the respiratory system with a rate of 0.04 per 1000 pop. The intracranial injuries specifically
show stability at 0.01 per 1000 pop. for the last 2 years.

Chapter 4 further reveals the Infectious Diseases incidence rate of 1,196 cases per 100,000 which observed a slight
increase that 2018 (980 cases per 100,000), with a variation of 22% than 2018. Infectious diseases incidence rate was
higher for UAE-nationals than Non-nationals (2,229 per 100,000 pop. and 1,107 per 100,000 pop., respectively).
Infectious disease incidence rate among UAE-nationals shows a 17.7% variation between the years 2019 and 2018.
While the rate of variation between 2019 and 2018 was 23.1% for non-nationals. Finally, the infectious disease rates by
age group and nationality were highlighted in this chapter. It shows the highest infectious rate was among the toddlers
(1- 4 years). Then comes children in the age group of 5- 15 years.

Second: Standardized (SMR) & unstandardized mortality rates (USMR)

Chapter 4 further describes the standardized (SMR) & unstandardized mortality rates (USMR) of the top leading deaths
for the years 2017 to 2019. The total USMR shows a decline from 0.27 in 2017 to 0.25 deaths per 1000 pop. in 2019.
For the top causes of deaths, Diseases of the circulatory system USMR decreased from 0.27 in 2017 to 0.23 deaths per
1000 pop. in 2019. The cancer USMR also decreased sharply from 0.15 in 2017 to 0.06 deaths per 1000 pop. in 2019.

Diseases of the respiratory system USDR decreased slightly from 0.06 in 2017 to 0.03 deaths per 1000 pop. in 2019.
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Regarding the SMRs, it was found that the death rates showing a descending trend over the previous 3 years. The total
SDR decreased from 3.73 deaths per 1000 pop.in 2017 to become 2.98 deaths per 1000 pop. in 2019. As for the top
causes of deaths, diseases of the circulatory system were 1.32 cases per 1000 in 2017 and decreased to 0.89 deaths per
1000 pop. in 2019.

Diseases of the respiratory system SDR decreased sharply during the period from 2017 to 2019 (from 0.36 to 0.14
deaths per 1000 pop.). For the injuries SDR, it shows a fluctuation between 2017 and 2019 (0.11 in 2017, then 0.04 in
2018, and 0.03 deaths per 1000 pop. in 2019). Concerning cancer SDR, it shows a slight decrease as it went from 0.78
deaths in 2017 to 0.25 deaths per 1000 pop. in 2019.

Third: Health services performance indicators

Chapter 4 also shows the trend for health services performance indicators in Dubai for the years 2012— 2019. The rate
of physicians was stable at 2.9 physicians per 1000 pop. for the period 2017 to 2019. The rate of dentists was almost
stable also at 0.8 in 2017 and 0.7 dentists per 1000 pop. in both the years of 2018 and 2019. The rate of nurses went
down from 6.0 nurses per 1000 pop. in 2017 to 5.5 nurses per 1000 pop. in 2019.

The number of beds per population is an important indicator of the healthcare system of a country. The basic measures
for hospital beds have also reveled in chapter 4. The rate of beds per 1000 pop. showed fluctuations between 2017 (1.8
beds/1000 pop.) then 1.5 beds per 1000 pop. in 2018 and it reached 1.63 beds per 1000 pop. in 2019.

The hospital Bed Occupancy Rate (BOR) in Dubai was 49.3% in 2019. Target BOR has been proposed as a measure of
the ability of a hospital to function safely and effectively. Taking into account that the ideal average occupancy rate of
hospitals is about 75%, and then the current rate of BOR is considered efficient for the emirate of Dubai. Moreover,
hospital Bed Turnover Rate (BTOR) is a measure of the extent of hospital utilization. The BTOR dropped from 75.3 in
2018 to 58.7 in 2019. In the same regard of hospital beds utilization indicators, there were 1.8 doctors and 3.4 nurses
per each hospital bed in Dubai, 2019.

The chapter also reveals the number of outpatients visits per 1000 pop. It declined slightly from 10.3 visits in 2017 to
9.5 visits per 1000 pop. in 2019. The annual discharge rate is a good proxy for the control over the number of

admissions per year and it should be declining. The chapter shows that this rate experienced a negative trend from
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11,692 discharges in 2015 to 9,542 discharges per 100,000 in 2019. Patients' days of care per 1000 pop. was also
illustrated in this chapter where there were 332.7 patients’ days in 2017 compared to 292.5 patient’s days per 1000 pop
in 2019.

The average length of stay in hospitals (ALOS) is often used as an indicator of healthcare efficiency. All other things
being equal, a shorter stay will reduce the cost per discharge, reduce hospital infections, and shift care from inpatient to
less expensive post-acute settings. The hospital ALOS in Dubai is showing some stability around 3 days within the past 4

years (2016- 2019).
